In Europe, just the opposite: an owl was a warning; Mime unpleasant event might soon happen. In Nigeria, people did not even like to speak the name of this bird. They believe this word is connected with misery and ruin. In America in some places owls frighten away pigeons. In Israel it is believed that the crops are protected by little grey owls. In ancient Greece, in Athens, the goddess Athene, (goddess of night) is shown with an owl as friendly companion.
Some hoots of the owls are like the human voice. Why do we hear these mostly at night? Because the night is the owl's day. Those large round eyes that look so wise are specially made for seeing small prey on the ground and in tree blanches. Owls' ears are sharp. These birds fly silently. They rest by day in holes.
